resolve their conflict constructively in their

homes, with their neighbors, in their
churches and as well as in their work
places.

Even though conflicts and difficult people
are common and are found in every society,
many Ethiopian Christians make extra ef-
fort to hide their conflict from other people.
Thus, very few seek help even though many
of them are suffering due to unhealthy rela-
tionships. In this book | made an effort to
educate Ethiopian believers what conflict is,
and help them to see how conflict can occur
every day in their lives no matter how they
try to avoid it, or try to cover it. | attempt to
guide them step by step in how to resolve
their conflict and manage their emotions,
their reactions, and avoid personality
clashes with others.

Who are difficult people and how do we
identify them? How do they get that way?
What are biblical boundaries? How are
they developed? Why do we feel guilty or
afraid when we consider setting bounda-
ries? What is BPD (Borderline Personality
Disorder)? How do we know if our difficult
person has BPD? Do our efforts to satisfy
everyone else drain us emotionally? Do we
sometimes feel that people are taking ad-
vantage of our good nature? Does it help to
know the temperaments of a difficult per-
son? Before we call other people in our rela-
tionship as “difficult people”, is there a way
that we can check if we are that difficult
person ourselves? These and many other
important topics are adequately discussed
in this 339-page book. It is my sincere
hope and desire that it will help Ethiopians
to face and handle their conflicts and ex-
press their inner feelings in a rational way.
