In that article we explained that there
are hundreds of churches in remote areas of Ethiopia
where Church pastors and leaders have little or no Biblical
training. They love the Lord, but they have little under-
standing of His Word, and few practical skills in how to

lead their people. Because of their responsibilities at work,
with their families, and the care of their churches, they can-
not all come to Addis Ababa for the additional training they
need. Therefore, we have to send trained teachers into
their communities. Dr. Wogu'’s goal right now is to find sev-
eral people who are qualified, able, and willing to go to the
remote areas to teach the pastors and church leaders in
their own villages.

Dr. Wogu has already begun to implement this program.
He conducted his first seminar in Addis Ababa from Janu-
ary 22—26. There were over seventy participants who
came from far provinces to learn new skills and to get
equipped for service. More training sessions and evangel-
istic programs will be conducted in the southern and north
eastern part of the country before Dr. Wogu'’s return to
York on February 20™. We look forward to having him
share more of his trip in the next issue.

We believe Ethiopian Outreach Ministry, with the help of
our partners, can play an important role in training the pre-
sent leadership as well as the future leaders of the Ethio-

pian Churches. This is an exciting adventure for E.O.M.!

One d ay in the
midst of all this | found one of your taped teachin gs...I
heard at the end of the tape that you have a daily radio pro-
gram on a short-wave signal and started listening. That
changed my lonely state of mind. | was happy.

Many times | would cry while listening to your prog  ram.
One evening, | realized there is a God that cares a bout me.
Dr. Melese started praying at the end of his teach ing and
he said, “Wherever you are, you may kneel down and repeat
this prayer after me...” | knelt down and started p  raying.

| continued to pray every day and ask God to show m e the
way...it was 2 P.M. in the afternoon and while | was  pray-
ing and crying | heard a sound of bell ring.
