It was nineteen years ago that brother Melese preached 
to a small number of Ethiopian refugees in Athens, 
Greece.  Through the years, many new and young 
adult Christians have benefited from his teachings on 
tape and in print. 

A few months ago, the leadership of the Ethiopian 
Evangelical Christians Fellowship-Athens (EECFA) 
extended an invitation to Dr. Melese to preach, teach 
and give seminars on a number of ministry topics for 

three to four weeks.  Though Dr. Melese could not ar-
range for that much time, in the two-and-a-half weeks 
he was able to schedule, God enabled him to accom-
plish all that was requested and more.  From April 18 
through May 6, hundreds of Ethiopians came to hear 
the gospel message at various 
meetings.  The seminars and 
training sessions were well 
attended. Many also had the 
opportunity to meet one on 
one with Dr. Melese for spiri-
tual counseling and prayer 
time. 

It was encouraging for him to 
meet many Christians whose 
lives have been impacted by 
the teachings that come out of 
this ministry. 
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Friends of this ministry have two things in common: 
love for the Lord and passion for His message of salva-
tion to be spread among the nations.  

Every May and October, EOM puts on fundraising ban-
quets, trusting the Lord will speak to the hearts of our 
friends and those who may be invited by someone for 
the first time.  When we send out the invitations, we 
pray that the Lord will speak to the person who is re-
ceiving the invitation and give them both an under-
standing of what is at stake (many are dying without 

Jesus) and a generous heart to sup-
port the ministry. 

We believe the Lord spoke to your 
hearts and a number of you re-
sponded. May He bless you for your 
obedience. Your faithfulness and 
intentionality as you stand by us 
and extend the grace of God among 
the nations is demonstrated by 
your generosity. In the past twelve 
years, the support we receive con-
tinues to increase each year. We give all the glory to 
God. We also want to thank all our friends and minis-
try partners who have been part of our work through 
your gifts and prayers. This past May, we marked an-
other all-time record offering at a banquet: 
$19,178.00. Praise the Lord! 

Thank 
you for enabling us to fill the radio airwaves with the 
message of the gospel each day, 356 days a year, in 
over 20 countries....� 
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One thing emerged 
wherever brother Me-
lese was invited to 
teach and equip the 
local church lead-
ers─the need for 
sound  doct r ina l 
teaching and solid 
biblical instruction. It 

is encouraging to see the leadership of the Ethiopian 
Evangelical Christians Fellowship in Athens working 
hard to provide spiritual teaching that will help the be-
lievers in the church through partnering with EOM. We 
are thankful to 
the Lord that 
leaders like 
these, if they 
stay on course, 
can impact the 
life of many 
Ethiopians for 
Jesus. 

Since its beginning in 1986 as a small Ethiopian Chris-
tians’ fellowship, the EECFA has ministered to hun-
dreds of Ethiopian refugees’ spiritual and physical 
needs. Currently it continues to extend the grace of God 
to Ethiopians residing in Athens and to those who  are 
in transition.  

Spiritual counseling and disci-
pleship are also needed among 
Ethiopian churches all over the 
world. Using a sound biblical 
foundation, EOM has been 
working to meet these needs by 
training local leaders and pro-
viding them with printed and 
taped resources.  

At the end of the most recent meetings in Athens, the 
local elders prayed for brother Melese and his ministry 
among Ethiopians, blessing him for all the time he spent 
with them and asking the Lord for more wisdom and 
empowerment so that he can continue proclaiming the 
gospel, encouraging believers, and equipping workers 
so that they will be effective in their labors. �
